1) Minutes

· Minutes from the 11-23-09 board meeting were approved as submitted.  
2) Membership/Renewal
· 80 out of 136 have renewed.  Second notice was sent first week of December.  A third notice will be sent out with the next workshop announcement.  A COPA member list was distributed to the the board members.  
· There was a question as to whether or not OPAs membership renewal can also include the regional membership renewals.  OPA staff have looked into this and are currently consulting with their online programmer.  There is no further update on this issue at this time.
3) Treasury Report
· Treasury report was reviewed and accepted as submitted by Michael Ranney.
· Michael Ranney will check with the OPA auditor about the status of COPA and


whether there is a need for a separate Tax ID Number or if COPA can operate under OPAs tax ID number.  – No new information on this issue. 
· Events for COPA to support were discussed including the Science Fair, Project Fair and Out of Darkness.  There was discussion of supporting the Regional Science Fair as well as the State Science Fair which is held in May.  Dr. Mosher will follow up with contact regarding when the regional fair is held and what the range of award money typically is for the regional science fair.

· A membership list was provided by Katie to the board members.  Each member will review the list and suggest members to invite to future board meetings to explore their interest in leadership opportunities.  

· All Members Meeting/Workshop and networking opportunity is being planned for May 2010.  Sandy Shullman, PhD has agreed to present on the The Future of Professional Practice:  Yours, Mine and Ours.  Dr. Mosher will explore possible venues.  Recognition at the meeting of those who have supported COPA will be further discussed.
· COPA is considering hosting a second wine tasting/networking opportunity in early summer.

Workshops
· An 8-week notice is needed for the planning of any workshop.      

· A workshop on legislative updates including parity and health care issues/proposals impacting psychology is planned for March 26, 2010 from 1-4 pm with Bobby Celeste, PhD presenting.   The workshop will be held at Maryhaven.  Dr. Deuser will follow up with Dr. Celeste and Dr. Mosher will follow up with Maryhaven.  
· A presentation on the MMPI-2RF is being planned with a tentative date of 4/23/10.  Dr. Stinson has discussed with Pearson the details.  The presenter will likely be Gloria Maccow, PhD, a trainer with Pearson.  Dr. Stinson will be hearing back from Charlie Burns, a Pearson representative to finalize details.   Dr. Mosher reported that if we reserved 3 rooms at Maryhaven then we could take up to 80 people.  

· COPA will sponsor another Ethics workshop given that this is the second year of the biennium.  “The Last Word on Ethics” is planned for 8/27/2010.  Dr. Stinson received confirmation from Dr. Ross who will be the main speaker on recent Psychology Board issues and updates. 

· COPA would like to pair with Ohio School Psychology Association (OPSA) for a workshop in the Fall 2010.  Dr. Stinson reported that he has been in touch with Mary Gierhart as the contact person regarding continuing education for SPCO (School Psychology of Central Ohio) and both agreed that fall as the best time for a co-sponsored presentation with a focus on topics of joint interest such as LD, ADD and Pervasive Developmental Disorders.  Ms. Gearhart recommended speakers for the topic of RTI method for assessing Learning Disabilities.  OPA/SPCO will consider this topic for early next fall.  The final Friday in September may be a good date for this. No further developments in this area to report. 
· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.

· There was discussion that COPA should invite Social Workers and Nurses for CEU opportunities to COPA workshops and what that could entail to be qualified with their Licensing Boards.

· COPA Website- Dr. Stinson continues to suggest updates/changes which are submitted to Denise Brenner.

· Dr. Mosher will check into ordering COPA pens for future workshops.
