1) Minutes

· Michael Ranney stated that yearly expenses were generally payment of OPA fees, expenses for workshops including catering, and sponsorships and donations to specific causes such as Project Fair, Science Day, Suicide Prevention and NAMI.

Workshops
· The workshop, WAIS-IV Training: Administration, Scoring and Interpretation, was held on January 23, 2009 from 1-4pm at Maryhaven.  Presenter: Bob Stinson, PsyD, ABPP.  Dr. Stinson shared the evaluation summary which showed a positive response to the workshop.  Enough parking space was a problem.    
· The workshop was well attended and received.  63 people registered for the workshop.  This was full capacity for the room.  Dr. Stinson will look for dates available to hold a second WAIS-IV workshop.  

· The next workshop is in the planning stages for “Forensics for non-Forensic Psychologists” inclusive of a panel of psychologists with forensics and ethics specializations.  Such a workshop would appeal to clinical psychologists who want information on how to deal with court involvement such as, how to respond to a subpoena.  Ethics credits will be available for this workshop.  Board members will contact their colleagues who are potential panel members.  A tentative date of May 1st was set.  Dr. Mosher will check with Maryhaven.  Information for CEUs will need to be given to Katie or Denise by 2/27/09.
· Other workshop possibilites were discussed for later in the year including Corrections Psychology, and/or Learning Disabilities based upon feedback on the current workshop evaluations.  
· An 8-week notice is needed for the planning of the workshop.  

· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.
