1) Minutes

· Minutes from the 2-22-10 board meeting were approved as submitted.  
2) Membership/Renewal
· 91 out of 136 have renewed.  This is down from previous years.  Membership numbers tend to improve with conference registrations.

· There was a question as to whether or not OPAs membership renewal can also include the regional membership renewals.  Dr. Mosher has been in touch with John Rudisill, PhD, Chair of OPA’s Membership Committee.  He had a number of questions that were answered favorably.  It looks feasible that this can be accomplished. 
3) Treasury Report
· Treasury report was reviewed and accepted as submitted by Michael Ranney.
· Michael Ranney reported that COPA does have a separate Tax ID Number.  He verified that the OPA auditor handles the tax filing for COPA.   
· The committee has agreed to financially support several events:

1) The State Science Fair – May 8th.  Next year, COPA will consider sponsoring the Regional Science Fair.  

2) NAMI Walks- Saturday June 5th, COPA will sponsor a walking team.  This event is held at Fred Beekman Park at OSU from 9-10 am.  Dr. Mosher will assist in getting more information about this event.

3) OPA Legislative Day- May 11th.- COPA will sponsor two students at $25 each to attend the legislative day and to become COPA members.  Students can be invited to present in a future board meeting their experiences from the legislative day.  Katie will coordinate with Dr. Stinson the names of those selected and sponsored by COPA.
· Dr. Stinson suggested making a calendar of yearly events that COPA sponsors to have available on the website and at conferences and events.

COPA Committees, Open Board Meetings and All Members Meetings
· Board meetings are open to all members at this time; COPA will provide lunch to attending members as an incentive to attend and participate.  
· All Members Meeting/Workshop and networking opportunity is being planned for May 13, 2010.  Sandra Shullman, PhD has agreed to present on the The Future of Professional Practice:  Yours, Mine and Ours.  The event will be held at the Concourse Hotel from 6:30 to 9pm for a small fee.  COPA is willing to pay a good portion of the costs of the meal and CE credit as a measure of appreciation to the membership.  Recognition at the meeting of those who have supported COPA  was discussed and it was determined that recognition will be in the form of all members generally in addition to Dr. Shullman presenting.
· COPA is considering hosting a second wine tasting/networking opportunity in early summer. Dr. Mosher will contact Jim Broyles, PhD from the Psychology Foundation regarding interest in co-hosting this event.
· A membership list was provided by Katie to the board members in January.  The Board previously considered having each member review the list and suggest members to invite to a future board event to explore their interest in leadership opportunities.  That is still a possibility, but the Board will wait until after the member appreciation dinner to see what interest is expressed from the membership there.  A check box was added to workshop registration forms and copa membership applications for members to check if they are interested in being contacted for future committee positions.

Workshops
· An 8-week notice is needed for the planning of any workshop.      

· A workshop on legislative updates including parity and health care issues/proposals impacting psychology was planned for March 26, 2010 from 1-4 pm with Bobby Celeste, PhD presenting.   The workshop was to be held at Maryhaven.  As of today, three people are registered.  The committee is concerned that not enough notice was given for this event.  Dr. Deuser will contact Dr. Celeste about cancelling/rescheduling the conference.  Katie will contact the three registrants regarding a refund or attending another event/conference.
· A presentation on the MMPI-2RF is being planned with a confirmed date of 4/23/10 and time from 9am to 4pm.  The presenter will be Gloria Maccow, PhD, a trainer with Pearson.  Dr. Stinson confirmed with Pearson that the MCMI-III will also be reviewed.   Dr. Mosher confirmed that we have reserved 3 rooms at Maryhaven.  The costs for a full day workshop were discussed which will include light morning refreshments and a box lunch. Katie Crabrtree confirmed that she has coordinated with Dr. Maccow via email.
· COPA will sponsor another Ethics workshop given that this is the second year of the biennium.  “The Last Word on Ethics” is planned for 8/27/2010.  Dr. Stinson received confirmation from Dr. Ross who will be the main speaker on recent Psychology Board issues and updates. The presentation will be from 1-4pm and held at Maryhaven.  Two rooms will be reserved by Dr. Mosher.  
· COPA is pairing with Ohio School Psychology Association (OPSA) for a workshop in the Fall 2010.  Dr. Stinson reported that Mary Gierhart from SPCO (School Psychology of Central Ohio) has confirmed a date of 9-24-2010 for a workshop on LD Assessment Using Rsponse to Intervention.  Two rooms will be reserved by Dr. Mosher at Maryhaven from 1-4 pm.  
· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.   
· COPA pens have been ordered and will be available for members at the workshops and upcoming events.

Report from COPA Representative to the OPA Board
· Dr. Mosher submitted the COPA Board Report to OPA.  She will forward this to Denise to be placed on the website and listserv.  
· During the OPA Board of Directors meeting, Dr. Travis discussed perhaps having the regional associations becoming involved in nominating excellence re: “healthy schools”.  The COPA board discussed the upcoming collaboration with SPCO for a workshop and is willing to explore partnering with them on this initiative. No new information at this time.

Old Business
· COPA has been asked to reach out to Ohio Women in Psychology-Dr. Bagley or Dr. Rodebaugh is the contact person. Dr. Stinson will follow up on this item.
· Dr. Raia suggested COPA consider giving an award to Dr. Ron Ross for his support and contributions to COPA.  There was some discussion of looking at those who have been of support historically.    
· Dr. Raia proposed that COPA invite Craig Travis, OPA President, to an upcoming Board meeting in March or April 2010, prior to the all members meeting.
· There was discussion that COPA should invite Social Workers and Nurses for CEU opportunities to COPA workshops and what that could entail to be qualified with their Licensing Boards.  No currently planned workshops would qualify for SW or RN credits.
· COPA Website- Dr. Stinson continues to suggest updates/changes which are submitted to Denise Brenner.  The COPA Board report to OPA written and presented to OPA by Dr. Mosher will be posted on the website and listserv.
