1. Minutes

· Discussed the COPA annual registrations being able to occur online.  Katie will check into the set up fee for a form in order to begin online registration for memberships and for conferences.  

3. Financial Report
· Treasury report was reviewed and accepted as submitted by Michael Ranney.
· The COPA Board has agreed to financially support several events on an annual basis:

1) Regional Science Fair (March) $100

2) Project Fair (April)  $250

3) State Science Fair (May) $100
4) OPA Legislative Day (May).- COPA sponsors students to attend the legislative day and to become COPA members.  $50
5) NAMI Walks (June) $100 
6) Out of Darkness Walk (October) $75, with OPA match

· A calendar of yearly events that COPA sponsors is now available on the website and at conferences and events.

COPA Committees and Open Board Meetings 
· Board meetings are open to all members at this time; COPA will provide lunch to attending members as an incentive to attend and participate.  
· COPA will host a second wine tasting/networking opportunity in the fall with the Psychology Foundation.  Dates for a fall wine tasting were discussed.  Dr. Mosher will discuss with Dr. Broyles of the Psychology Foundation.
· Dr. Mosher reported that all regions are reporting that they are struggling with recruiting members for leadership positions.  The Board discussed increasing COPA’s visibility and communication with its members through social media, namely Facebook and Twitter.  Dr. Stinson will work with Katie to post a request to the Early Psychologists and APAGS for someone to assist COPA with linking to Facebook and Twitter.  Allen McConnell will also be contacted.  
· Dr. Liz Rivera was introduced to the Board and expressed interest in a leadership position with COPA.  

· Dr. Stinson reported that he will provide a timeline for nominations for COPA Board positions for Fall Elections in the next meeting.

· COPA will sponsor another Ethics workshop given that this is the second year of the biennium.  “The Last Word on Ethics” is scheduled for 8/27/2010.  Dr. Stinson received confirmation from Dr. Ross that he will be the main speaker on recent Psychology Board issues and updates. The panel will consist of Dr. Ross, Dr. Stinson, Dr. Ashbrook, and Dr. Orcutt.  The presentation will be from 1-4pm and held at Maryhaven.  Two rooms have been reserved by Dr. Mosher.  
Katie developed a brochure and advertising has begun.  The board agreed to submit an Ad on the OPA webpage for $48.  A few registrations have already come in.  Peg will check on availability of a third room at Maryhaven, if needed.  

· COPA is pairing with the School Psychologists of Central Ohio (SPCO) for a workshop in the Fall 2010.  Dr. Stinson reported that Mary Gierhart from SPCO has confirmed a date of 9-24-2010 for a workshop on LD Assessment Using Response to Intervention.  Two rooms will be reserved by Dr. Mosher at Maryhaven from 1-4 pm.  Advertising will occur on the OPA list-serv.  Dr. Stinson will discuss with Mary Gierhart advertising through the SPCO.  
· Dr. Mosher will contact Bobbie Celeste, PhD about finding a new date for her presentation on legislative updates including parity and health care issues/proposals impacting psychology, possibly in October.  

· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.   
· COPA pens have been received and have been available for members at the workshops and upcoming events.
