1. Minutes

· Minutes from the 6-21-10 board meeting were approved after correcting a typographical error.  
2. Membership/Renewal
· We have a current membership of 102.  
· Katie reported that there is a one-time charge of $300 to set up the registration/membership renewal form on-line.  The committee approved this expenditure to ease membership renewals and conference registrations in the future.   
3. Financial Report
· Treasury report was reviewed and accepted as submitted by Michael Ranney, except the OPA-MCE fee was listed as $700 instead of the early rate of $665; $35 will be credited back.
· The COPA is currently financially sound and the Board has agreed to financially support several events on an annual basis:

1) Regional Science Fair (March) $100

2) Project Fair (April)  $250

3) State Science Fair (May) $100
4) OPA Legislative Day (May) - COPA sponsors 2 students to attend the legislative day and to become COPA members  $50
5) NAMI Walks (June) $100 
6) Out of Darkness Walk (October) $75, with OPA match

· A calendar of yearly events that COPA sponsors is now available on the website and at conferences and events.

COPA Committees and Open Board Meetings 
· Board meetings are open to all members at this time; COPA will provide lunch to attending members as an incentive to attend and participate.  
· COPA will host a second wine tasting/networking opportunity in the fall with the Psychology Foundation.  Dates for a fall wine tasting were discussed.  Dr. Mosher will discuss with Dr. Broyles of the Psychology Foundation.
· All regions are reporting that they are struggling with recruiting members for leadership positions.  A request went out for someone to assist COPA with linking to Facebook and Twitter.  5-6 people responded including Allen McConnell, who first promoted the idea to the Board.  Dr. Stinson will discuss with him what this entails and consider bringing on the other 5 people to form the publications/technology committee.    
· COPA will sponsor a table at the OPA conference (Nov. 10-12) alongside other regional psychological associations in order to provide visibility and information about the organization.  

· Dr. Stinson provided a timeline for nominations for COPA Board positions for Fall Elections:  A formal call for nominations for COPA President and Committee Chairs will be made on the list-serv with a 10 day deadline.  (Other Board positions are re-elected on odd numbered years according to the by-laws).

Workshops
· An 8-week notice is needed for the planning of any workshop.  Katie will look into costs of registration for workshops through PayPal.  
· COPA will sponsor “The Last Word on Ethics” on 8/27/2010.  Dr. Ross will be the main speaker on recent Psychology Board issues and updates. The panel will consist of Dr. Ross, Dr. Stinson, Dr. Ashbrook, and Dr. Orcutt.  The presentation will be from 1-4pm and held at Maryhaven.  Three rooms have been reserved by Dr. Mosher.  
Registrations are beginning to come in (13 to date).  COPA discussed a letter from one of the registered attendees regarding some legal/legislative/ethical issues that the attendee would like discussed but which are not a part of the workshop agenda. Dr. Stinson has responded to the attendee to let him know the content of the planned workshop and to also let him know that his letter was received as a suggestion for a future workshop.  
· COPA is pairing with the School Psychologists of Central Ohio (SPCO) for a workshop in the Fall 2010.  Dr. Stinson reported that Mary Gierhart from SPCO has confirmed a date of 9-24-2010 for a workshop on LD Assessment Using Response to Intervention.  Two rooms have been reserved by Dr. Mosher at Maryhaven from 1-4 pm.  Advertising will occur on the OPA list-serv.  Dr. Stinson will discuss with Mary Gierhart advertising through the SPCO.  
· Bobbie Celeste, PhD will present on legislative updates including parity and health care issues/proposals impacting psychology, possibly on October 22, 2010 from 1-4 pm.  Waiting to hear back from Maryhaven to confirm.    
· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.   
· COPA pens have been received and have been available for members at the workshops and upcoming events.
