1) Minutes

· Minutes from the 7-27-09 board meeting were approved.  
2) Membership/Renewal
· COPA’s membership total remains at the 136 tally following the COPA workshop registration/membership applications.  We have a 90% retention rate.  Renewals will be sent out during September.  
3) Treasury Report
· Treasury report was reviewed and accepted as submitted by Michael Ranney.
· Michael Ranney will check with the OPA auditor about the status of COPA and
whether there is a need for a separate Tax ID Number or if COPA can operate under OPAs tax ID number.  – No new information on this issue.

Social Event/WineTasting
· Discussion was held regarding the wine-tasting fundraiser with The Foundation for Psychology in Ohio (working with Dr. Jim Broyles).  Dr. Peg Richards Mosher has reserved Camelot Cellars Winery in the Short North (958 N. High St.) for Tuesday, September 29th from 6:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.  Capacity for sales is approximately 70-80 considering all ticket-holders will not likely be in attendance at the same time.  Their wine cannot be raffled, but we can raffle two $50.00 certificates toward the purchase of a wine-making experience.  Ten 1 ounce tasting tickets will be distributed at the registration table.

· Ticket prices are set at $30.00 per person in advance, $45.00 at the door.  
· The Art League will have an exhibit in the art gallery there and we can advertise that in the notice.

· There is radio there or we can consider entertainment.

· Dr. Peg Richards Mosher reported that Giant Eagle will donate their cheese and fruit tray(s) to The Foundation for its non-profit status.  If need to purchase more will half the cost.
·  The save the date notice has gone out.  The formal notices of the event will be sent out early September on the list servs by COPA and OPA with on-line registration through Katie Crabtree.

COPA Committees, Open Board Meetings and All Members Meetings
· Developing COPA committees has been referenced as a future outgrowth through the Wine Tasting and other events including our workshops.  Discussed attracting members to Board meetings and committees.  Specific recruitment invitations were considered.  Discussed free lunch as small incentive to encourage attendance of open Board meetings.  Michael Ranney as the COPA Treasurer questioned the extent of free-lunch practices COPA should engage and sited that OPA does not pay for lunches.  COPA had last set the policy of free lunches for Board members and/or committee members or if someone is actively contributing to workshop development.  COPA has had one free lunch all-members meeting on March 26, 2007 at Panera Bread.  There was discussion of due diligence and costs versus a small incentive and token of appreciation.  Dr. Bob Stinson will draft an e-mail before he sends out an invitation to attend Board meeting lunches and also to join the specific COPA committees of Membership, Continuing Education, Diversity, and Publications/Website.-The letter was sent; board meetings are open to all members at this time; COPA will provide lunch to attending members as an incentive to attend and participate.  
6)
Workshops
· The May 1, 2009 workshop was fully attended and well received.  The all day workshop included a three hour repeat of the WAIS-IV presentation provided by Dr. Bob Stinson, a networking lunch, and a 3-hour presentation on “Forensics for non-Forensic Psychologists” inclusive of a panel of clinical psychologists with clinical, forensics, and ethics knowledge.-No opportunity to review the evaluations beyond requested future topics that could help decide on the next workshop topic.  Dr. Stinson will report at the next meeting on other feedback from the evaluation form data. –No update..

· Ideas included pairing with the Ohio School Psychology Association (OPSA) for a workshop.  Dr. Stinson will look for the name of the presenter who wrote a book on Math Disabilities.  Dr. Stinson has been able to reach Mary Gierhart as the contact person regarding continuing education for SPCO (School Psychology of Central Ohio) and both agreed on next fall as the best time for a co-sponsored presentation with a focus on topics of joint interest such as LD, ADD and Pervasive Developmental Disorders.  Ms. Gearhart recommended early in the school year. 
· An 8-week notice is needed for the planning of any workshop.      

· The plan for an August or early fall workshop with OPSA is no longer possible.  Given the OPA Convention and other scheduling considerations, a date of November 6, 2009 has been chosen for COPA’s next workshop.  Discussed possible topics and presenters.  A presentation on the MMPI-2RF with a focus on practical application was discussed with possible presenters being Dr.’s Ben-Porath, David Tennenbaum, Dan Davis, or Kris Haskins.  If OPA is already giving a presentation at the convention on MMPI-2RF, November is likely too soon to offer one from COPA.  Michael Ranney will check to see.  There’s an update of The Millon that could be a topic.  Dr.’s Bob Stinson and Lisa Gordish could present on malingering assessments.
· There was discussion that COPA should invite Social Workers and Nurses for CEU opportunities and what that could entail to be qualified with their Licensing Boards.

· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.

· Other workshop possibilites were discussed at the COPA Board Retreat (4/6/09) for later in the year including Corrections Psychology, and/orLearning Disabilities.

· Dr. Raia proposed that COPA invite Craig Travis, new OPA President, to an upcoming Board meeting.
· There was discussion of a possible booth at OPA convention.

· Discussed all-members meeting plans for possibly being in Spring 2010.
