1) Minutes

· Minutes from the 9-21-09 board meeting were approved.  
2) Membership/Renewal
· 65 out of 136 have renewed.  A second notice will be mailed next week.    

· There was a question as to whether or not OPAs membership renewal can also include the regional membership renewals.  OPA staff have looked into this and are currently consulting with their online programmer.  

3) Treasury Report
· Treasury report was reviewed and accepted as submitted by Michael Ranney.
· Reviewed expenditures and revenue for Wine Tasting Event which was described as “a rousing success” as the networking and social aspect held the greatest value.  Net total will be split with The Foundation for Psychology in Ohio.  
· Events for COPA to support were discussed including the Science Fair, Project Fair and Out of Darkness.  There was discussion of supporting the Regional Science Fair as well as the State Science Fair which is held in May.  Dr. Mosher will follow up with contact regarding when the regional fair is held and what the range of award money typically is for the regional science fair.  
· Michael Ranney will check with the OPA auditor about the status of COPA and

whether there is a need for a separate Tax ID Number or if COPA can operate under OPAs tax ID number.  – No new information on this issue.

Social Event/Wine Tasting
· “A rousing success”.  This wine-tasting fundraiser was co-sponsored with The Foundation for Psychology in Ohio (working with Dr. Jim Broyles).  It was held at Camelot Cellars Winery in the Short North (958 N. High St.) on Tuesday, September 29th from 6:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.  
· Two $50.00 certificates toward the purchase of a wine-making experience were raffled during the event. Rockbridge Crossing provided live acoustic guitar music.
· Networking and socializing were the highlights of the evening given the range of psychologists in attendance.  
· COPA would like to schedule a second such event in the Spring/Early Summer 2010.

COPA Committees, Open Board Meetings and All Members Meetings
· Board meetings are open to all members at this time; COPA will provide lunch to attending members as an incentive to attend and participate.  
· Ideas were discussed of how to reach members related to developing committees. Making direct contact to COPA Members by phone was suggested.  A membership list will be provided by Katie during our next meeting and it was decided that direct contact should start in January.
· The COPA/Regional Psychology Associations table at OPA went well for the first time.  Every region participated.  Candy was given away this time.  Dr. Mosher has been looking into ordering useful “giveaways” with COPA logo and website on it.  Pens with highlighters attached were popular items.  Dr. Mosher will order these to be provided at the next workshop.  Next year’s OPA conference will be held at the Crowne Plaza which will provide more room for such tables.

Workshops
· An 8-week notice is needed for the planning of any workshop.      

· Dr. Deuser will assist in co-coordinating a workshop to be held in February 2010 on a legislative update including parity, health care issues/proposals impacting psychology.  She will approach Bobbie Celeste, PhD as a possible speaker.  A Friday in February from 1-4 pm at Maryhaven will be considered. 
· A presentation on the MMPI-2RF with a focus on practical application was discussed.  Dr. Stinson has explored having Dr. Ben-Porath present and this may be able to be held in the Spring through Pearson.  Dates in April are being explored.  Pearson prefers a full day workshop; however, Dr. Stinson will explore the possibility of two half-day workshops that includes both the MMP1-2 and the MCM-IIII.  Space and venue for the workshop may be issues as we expect a larger number of people for the topic.  Dr. Mosher will check with Maryhaven about their available space and parking.  Dr. Raia will look into conference space from ODOT.  
· COPA would like to sponsor another Ethics workshop given that this is the second year of the biennium.  “The Last Word on Ethics” will be planned for 8/27/2010.  Dr. Stinson will contact Dr. Ross as the main speaker who can provide information on recent Psychology Board issues and updates. 

· COPA would like to pair with Ohio School Psychology Association (OPSA) for a workshop in the Fall 2010.  Dr. Stinson reported that he has been in touch with Mary Gierhart as the contact person regarding continuing education for SPCO (School Psychologists of Central Ohio) and both agreed that fall is the best time for a co-sponsored presentation with a focus on topics of joint interest such as LD, ADD and Pervasive Developmental Disorders.  Ms. Gierhart recommended speakers for the topic of RTI method for assessing Learning Disabilities.  OPA/SPCO will consider this topic for early next fall.  The final Friday in September may be a good date for this. 
· There was discussion that COPA should invite Social Workers and Nurses for CEU opportunities and what that would entail to be qualified with their Licensing Boards.

· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.
