1) Minutes

· Minutes from the 10-27-08 board meeting were approved as submitted.

2) Membership/Renewal
· COPA has received 80 out of 98 renewals from the first notice sent out.  This is a very good response and is likely linked with workshop registrations occurring at the same time.  
· A second notice reminder has not yet been sent.  
3) Treasury Report
· Treasury report was reviewed and accepted as submitted by Michael Ranney.
· Michael Ranney will put together past operating reports for future budget planning and further defining financial goals.
4)
Workshops
· The workshop, Mental Health Risk and The Duty to Protect: Clinical and Ethical Considerations, was held on November 17, 2008 from 9-12 at Maryhaven.  Presenters were John Tilley, PsyD and Richard Ashbrook, PhD.  
· Dr. Stinson provided a summary of the evaluations and feedback from the workshop.  There were 19 participants and from the comments, the presentation was very well received.  

· A second workshop, WAIS-IV Training: Administration, Scoring and Interpretation, will be held on January 23, 2009 from 1-4pm at Maryhaven.  Presenter: Bob Stinson, PsyD, ABPP. Dr. Raia and Dr. Gordish will assist with registration. Dr. Mosher will arrange for refreshments and snacks.  Dr. Stinson will bring a laptop and projector; Dr. Mosher will arrange for back ups through Maryhaven.
· There are 19 registered for this workshop so far.  We will likely need the larger room at Maryhaven which has space for up to 75.  Dr. Mosher will contact Greg Brigham at Maryhaven.  

· There is a possibility of reaching a maximum number for the WAIS-IV workshop and forming a waitlist.  If this occurs, Dr. Stinson will consider holding a second WAIS-IV workshop to accommodate the need.  

· The board discussed having a third workshop in April 2009 and further developed ideas for a “Forensics for non-Forensic Psychologists” workshop inclusive of a panel of psychologists with forensics and ethics specializations.  Such a workshop would appeal to clinical psychologists who want information on how to deal with court involvement such as, how to respond to a subpoena.  Board members will begin to contact their colleagues who are potential panel members.  A tentative date for April 17 was set.  
· A second possible workshop was discussed for later in the year with a focus on Corrections Psychology.  
· An 8-week notice is needed for the planning of the workshop.  

· Membership fees into COPA will be waived for presenters.
